Should
inclement weather occur after preschool begins, we encourage parents to pick up their
child as soon as possible.

Our class will begin “swimming” on Wednesday, February 12th. 
Every Wednesday in February, March, April, and May the children will swim.

Swim suits should be worn under clothing each water play day. It is very important to
label all items of clothing and towels for easy identification. Leaving it up to children to
identify clothing may not be a reliable source, please label all items. 
Swim bags should be large enough to hold the child’s towel, clothes and shoes. Clothes
should be easy on/easy off as children will be encouraged to dress themselves with as
little assistance as possible from the teachers, thus nurturing independence. 
Velcro or slip on shoes should be worn on water play days. A bath size towel (beach
towels are too big and bulky) is just right for small hands to manipulate after water
play. 
The water in our pool (the 2 to 3 foot pool) is heated and the air temperature is
approximately 80 degrees. 
American Red Cross trained life guards are on duty during our swim time. Safety is our
number one concern!
